Bayad of Mongolia 
The Bayad people are one of the Mongol 
tribes, residing in western Mongolia. In the 
13th century the term "Mongol" grew into 
an umbrella term for a large group of tribes 
united under the rule of Genghis Khan. 
Ethnic distinctions among the Mongol 
subgroups are relatively minor. Tribal 
differences are usually not a political or 
social issue as the Mongols are a 
generally peaceful nation. 

Ministry Obstacles 
Mongolia is a very large country with 
limited travel facilities. Access to remote 
tribes requires effort. 

Outreach Ideas 
The Lord is building His church in 
Mongolia. Pray that believers in other 
Mongol tribes will carry the Gospel to the 
Bayad tribe. 

Pray for the followers of Christ 
Pray for the few believers in Jesus among 
the Bayad community, that they will find 
believers in other tribes to fellowship with, 
and be zealous to know and follow Christ. 
Pray they will be a favorable testimony to 
their own people. 

Pray for the entire people group 
Pray for the physical and material well-
being of the Bayad people, that they will 
make schooling of their children a priority, 
and will be able to care adequately for 
their families.

How to Pray for Unreached Peoples 
 
 Ask God: 

- for His heart for this People Group 
- for scriptures and words and His prayers for them 
- for revelation of strongholds to target 

 Fill your prayers with praise and thanksgiving to our Victorious King!   
 Believe your prayers are effective to destroy demonic strongholds. 
 Pray for laborers for this specific harvest: 

- to adopt these people in persistent, ongoing prayer 
- to hear the call and GO! 
- for those in the field:  intimacy with Jesus, resources, training, language 

& culture learning, physical & spiritual protection, connections, open 
doors, anointing, wisdom, unity with other believers, etc. 

 Pray for people’s hearts to be prepared to receive the Word of Life 
 Pray for access to God’s Word and teachings in their own language 
 Pray for any believers that might exist among this people: 

- perseverance and boldness in the face of persecution 
- supernatural revelation and empowerment 

 Pray for believers near this people to be burdened with God’s heart for 
their neighbors; to pray for them and to go to them. 
 Pray for the Body of Christ to take the Great Commission seriously and 

reawaken to her glorious call to the Nations
